$20.00 plus 10¢ per label (pressure sensitive) or per name for an electronic list (MMA Members and Governmental Agencies pay 5¢ per label).
Label orders will be flled within (3) three working days. Electronic list orders will be flled within (2) two working days. Add $10.00 for same
day orders. Mailing lists and labels can be ordered according to municipal TITLE or municipal FUNCTION. Selectivity by county and/or
population is available (these lists must be ordered by phone: 207-623-8428).

Although lists are updated daily, it should be noted that the rapid turnover of municipal offcials in Maine communities may

cause a small degree of inaccuracy in the lists.
